Seminar missions are centred on seminars
or exhibitions, but also include one-to-one
meetings and site visits.

Missions focus on markets where promising
opportunities have been identified for UK
products, services, technologies and skills in
particular sectors. The missions enable
delegates to both represent their sector and
also promote their own organisation. On
this occasion, EISU is supporting a group of
UK companies specialising in waste
management and contaminated land which
are interested in forging links with key
players and potential customers in Romania
and Bulgaria.




WHAT IS THE MARKET POTENTIAL IN
ROMANIA AND BULGARIA?

In Romania the level of investment together
with the general approach of open
tendering procedures offers short, medium
and long term opportunities for a wide
range of UK companies in the environmental
sector. In July 2007, the European
Commission approved the Operational
Programme for the Environment Sector
(Environment OPS), granting Romania some
4.5 billion Euros between 2007 and 2012,
designed for environmental protection and
improvement. One of the main priorities is
the development of integrated management
systems for waste and contaminated areas,
which will benefit from a total of 1.2 billion
Euros. The main issue to be tackled is solid
waste management (separate collection,
closure of non-compliant landfills,
construction of ecological landfills,
composting facilities, expansion of recycling
activities) as well as industry compliance
with relevant EU Directives (such as IPPC,
LCP. Waste, VOC) including measures to
deal with historic ‘stored” wastes. While EU
funding will help, Romania’s public and
private sectors are also investing in waste
management and land remediation fields.
More information on the environmental
opportunities in Romania is contained in a
Romania Environmental Market report being
made freely available in August.

The UK's relationship with Bulgaria goes
from strength to strength, both politically
and economically. Bulgaria is an important
trading partner for the UK in south eastern
Europe. Since joining the EU Bulgaria has
become a priority market for many UK
environmental SMEs, with demand for
environmental technologies also driven by
national priorities and regulations. In the
waste management arena Bulgaria has a
large number of dumps and is aiming to
achieve separate waste collection in line
with EU Directives by 2009.

Recent environmental missions from the UK
to Bulgaria and Romania show that there is
great potential and interest in UK
environmental technology and knowledge.
David Saunders, Chairman of ETRUnidata,
attended the Bulgarian mission to see not
only what markets could be open to the
company, but also what the UK Government
had to offer for such events. In both
respects he was delighted. As a result of
the mission ETRUnidata is now in
discussion with a distributor to market the
company’s wide range of environmental
instruments within Bulgaria. This new
venture will contribute to the organisation’s
ambition of achieving an increase in
overseas sales turnover from 5% to 70%.
